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SHA AND NRP GROUP APPLY FOR HOUSING
DEVELOPMENT GRANT FOR VETERANS HOUSING

SHA along with CeDeveloper,
the NRP Group LCC have
applied to NYS HCR for the
2011 round of Federal Low
Income Housing Tax Credits
and Housing Trust Funds to
develop new housing for Veter-
ans and the disabled. This new
construction will include 48
affordable apartments, and
common space for program-
ming and services, all within a
single threestory building.
The project is named Trans-
figuration Place, and will be
located at 12831 Vann Street
on property which will be ac-
quired from the Transfiguration
Church on Teall Ave. pending
the awarding of the funds.

The new building will include
one and two bedroom units for
individuals who have income
between 40% and 60% of area
median income. The project
will have 28 one bedroom units
and 20 two bedroom units with
ample storage and amenities
that will appeal to veterans.
Apartments  will meet visit
ability standards, will be adapt-
able for disabled accessibility
and functionality. Tenants will

pay for gas heating, hot water,
and cooking and other electri-
cal needs themselves.

The community space of the
building will house an expan-
sive community room with a
kitchenette, a computer lab,
management offices, and laun-
dry rooms. The exterior of the
building will provide covered

porches, a patio area, accessi-

ble parking, and monitoring
through a closed circuit secu-
rity system.

Plans are to give priority to
Veterans who will also be part
of a specialized service plan
implemented by the VA Re-
gional Medical Center. These
services will serve the unique
needs of this population of
Veterans.

One of the challenges facing
Syracuse and other communi-
ties across the US is how to

successfully reintegrate military
service members back into com
munities when their service tg
the country has ended. Thi
process of reintegration ca
often be overwhelming. Safe

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HISTORY CORNER: JAMES GEDDES HIGH AND LOW RISE

HOUSING:

The US Federal Housing Act of
1949 amended the original
1937 Housing Act. It revived
the federally aided public hous-
ing program and provided for
separate slum clearance and
redevelopment programs. It
shifted the emphasis to the
need to clear slums and to as-
sist those who were living in
substandard housing. At that
time the west side of Syracuse
was filled with vacant and di-
lapidated structures that were
hazardous and abandoned. In
1951 SHA applied for funding
to clear blocks of substandard
housing and to build the first
phase of the James Geddes
housing development.  Con-
struction began in 1952 and the
first phase consisted of two
senior citizen high rises (312
and 338 Gifford ) and 33 row
house family buildings. They
were fully occupied by 1955.
The second phase consisted of
2 more senior high rises (418
Fabius & 427 Tully) and 6
additional row house buildings
and that phase was completed

in 1961 and fully occupied by
1962.

Subsequent legislation namely
the Housing Act of 1956 au-
thorized local Housing Au-
thorities to initiate special
housing projects for the elderly.
It changed the definition of
what ftian c lo onw
was to include single elderly
persons over 62 years old.
Before that time, elderly per-
sons were not eligible for pub-
lic housing. James Geddes
Housing filled both needs, the
one and two bedroom apart-
ments for the elderly in the
high rises, and the larger family
units in the row houses.

This housing development was
named after a prominent figure
in the development and history
of Syracuse. Mr. James Ged-
des was at the forefront of de-
velopment of the Salt Industry
around Onondaga Lake in the
179006s. He
and land surveyor; he was in-
strumental in the planning of
the Erie Canal through NYS in

1810. He surveyed and de-
signed many of the streets you
travel on today namely Hiawa-

tha Boulevard, North Salina,

LeMoyne and Park Streets.

The town of Geddes and N/S

Geddes Street were also named
after him.

as a judge in the NYS Common
Pleas Court and was elected to
the 18th Congress starting in
1818 for two terms as a Feder-
alist on Onondaga Count. In
1821 New Yorkers elected him
to the US Congress.
